	General Advice:
· Remember, your role is NOT to investigate
· Don’t promise confidentiality (in the case of a child)

· Always put the welfare of the child, young person or vulnerable adult first when deciding what to do
· Listen carefully, take what is said seriously, reassure them and remain calm

· Make a clear record of what you are concerned about and what you have seen or heard; include date and time you made the record
